B The news that makes today’s
headlines is sad indeed. In Texas,
an 18-year-old high school

student guns down a fellow
student; closer to home, a car
crosses the center line and runs
head on into another car, killing one at the scene; and in
Raleigh, a 16-year-old is charged with murder in the death
by homicide of a 13-year-old. Perhaps it would do for us
who have escaped such tragedies, to stop and take stock of
our own lives. Often it is when events like these unfold that
I am driven once again to review Psalm 39:4-5. “Lord,
make me to know my end and what is the extent of my
days; let me know how transient I am. Behold, You have
made my days as handbreaths, and my lifetime as
nothing in Your sight; surely every man at his best is a
mere breath.” Selah. Since the psalms are actually “songs,”
that word selah can stand for “a pause, or musical
interlude” between the verses of the song. To us it carries a
much more important meaning. We are, “to consider, to
meditate, to reflect,” on what we have just read. Re-reading
these verses causes me to ask the question, “what is more
important-the possessions I amass, the places I travel to,
or the people I can minister to, in Christ’s name?” The
psalmist is pointing out to us in no uncertain terms the
brevity of life on this earth. Those we intend to speak to
today could very well be gone tomorrow! Who do you need
to have a conversation with today-your spouse, a parent, a
child, a co-worker, a classmate, another church member?
What are you waiting for? The next breath could be their
last. Pause and consider that. But don’t pause too long. The
next breath you take could be your last.
