DECEMBER 2024 NEWSLETTER 
 

Before we resume our monthly study 

from Matthew 6:5-14, I want to read 

Luke 11:1. This is the only record in 

the Bible where the disciples 

specifically ask Jesus to teach them 

to do something. It is here we read 

that, “…one of His disciples said to Him, Lord, teach us to pray just 

as John also taught his disciples.” What follows is an abbreviated 

form of what we know popularly as “The Lord’s Prayer.” The more 

expanded and well-known version, one you probably memorized 

as a child, is found in our study of Matthew 6, specifically verses 

9-13. (Take a moment and review this passage once again). I think 

a good case can be made that the “Lord’s Prayer,” is found in John 

17. (Go read it and see if you agree).  This prayer might be referred 

to, as one scholar called it, “The Disciples Model Prayer.” When 

you look at it, you can see how this prayer, one, is a lesson on how 

to approach God as Father and how we are to speak to Him. 

Secondly, it serves as an outline of the whole Christian life, with 

certain “fixed points” of concern. Verses 9-11 focus on God; verses 

11-13 focus on us and our needs. Then verses 14-15 provide 

additional commentary on our prayer for forgiveness, found in 

verse 12. Verse nine begins, “Pray, then, in this way: Our Father 

who is in heaven…” Let me close for now by saying that when you 

accept Jesus Christ as your Lord and Savior, you are given a life 

connection to the heavenly Father. This means you are given the 

promise and privilege of knowing that when you pray, God doesn’t 

hear you as a stranger or even a subject. He hears you as His own 

child. What an incredible reality in the life of a believer!
