As noted the previous two
months, the Lord’s Prayer, (or as

with three petitions. We have

looked at (Hallowed be Your

name), and (Your Kingdom Come). Our focus this month
is on (You will be done, verse 10). Don’t complicate this.
This is a straight forward request for God’s will to be done
in my life. Listen to how the late J.I. Packer puts this
request, “Here more clearly than anywhere the purpose of
prayer becomes plain: not to make God do my will, but to
bring my will into line with his.” It is often said that Jesus
is the best commentary on His teachings. That is certainly
true when it comes to praying for God’s will to be done on
earth as it is in heaven. All we have to do is visit the Garden
of Gethsemane and listen to our Lord, in His greatest hour
of agony, pour out His soul to His Father in heaven. In
Matthew 26, with the cross and it’s suffering looming
before Him, Jesus prays, “My Father, if it is possible, let
this cup pass from me. Yet not as I will, but as You will,”
(verse 39). This causes us to pause because we are on
sacred and holy ground. It also provides an important
spiritual lesson. The will of God is not always easy, and it is
not always safe. But, as Paul teaches us in Romans 12:2, the
will of God is always, “good, pleasing and perfect.” “Your
will be done,” is two things: 1) A prayer of complete
surrender, and 2) An antidote to sin. I desire God’s will
more than my own, so much so, that I'll live within the
moral, gospel boundaries that God has set for me. May God
grant us the grace to do so.
